Scene 3
Props
Various props that might be used for a school play (wigs, 
costumes, make-up table, etc)
Chairs for the girls to sit on (or some props that could be 
used for sitting)

Scene 4
Props
2 or 3 outdoor tables with chairs
Café store front
Wrecked car
Cell phones
Mom’s purse spilled out in the front of the scene with 
date book open

Scene 5
Props
2 freshly covered graves with fl owers on them
Funeral tent and artifi cial turf
Cast/sling on Jason’s arm
2 roses

Scene 6
Props
Completely white room
Judge’s podium
Large book to be used as the Lamb’s Book of Life
Entries on either side of the podium—one represents 
entrance to heaven, the other represents the entrance to 
hell
Optional:  short, white fence to separate the tour group 
from the scene

Scene 7
Props
Completely black room
One chair in the center of the room where Carol is sitting

Scene 8
Props
Robing Room
White room with peaceful setting
Enough white shawls for 3 full tour groups (these will be 
removed when the tour group leaves heaven and can be 
reused)
Optional: harp music

Scene 9
Props
Completely white room with eye pleasing decorations
Backdrop behind Jesus should represent the heavens 
with stars, planets, etc
